The work to be unveiled in the Council House and a scene featured in publicity for Mr Hewer's talk are by the same artist and both feature banking engines undergoing repairs.
However, the two works are entirely different compositions.

BOSTON

It is the night of 7 /8 April 1841 and the locomotive descending the Lickey Incline tender-first, suffers a violent
escape of steam.  William Walworth, foreman at the Bromsgrove Depôt Workshops and Engine House, and his wife, leap
clear. Their lack of injuries suggest the slope of the embankment broke their fall.  Meanwhile, trapped within the pall of

steam, William Creuze and Edward Carter (who was driving the engine) are less fortunate.
